Gregory H. Petkoff is an Associate General Counsel (Acquisition) in the Office of the General Counsel, Department of the Air Force.  In this capacity, he provides advice and assistance on acquisition, and logistics law issues to the Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Acquisition, the Deputy Chief of Staff for Installations and Logistics, and to other senior Air Force managers.  He serves as the principal legal advisor to two program executive officers, one responsible for the acquisition of fighter and bomber aircraft and the other responsible for the acquisition of airlift and trainer aircraft.  He also advises the Program Executive Officer for Space on ballistic missile programs.

Mr. Petkoff represents the Air Force in bid protests of acquisition decisions and supervises other Air Force attorneys performing this work.
