Paul Solomon is currently serving as the Deputy Director of the Competitive Sourcing and Privatization Office for the Deputy Under Secretary of Defense for Installations.  Among his responsibilities, Mr. Solomon leads the Department of Defense’s efforts in responding to the Federal Activities Inventory Reform (FAIR) Act and the annual Commercial Activities Report to Congress.  The latter responsibility involves describing the extent to which commercial and industrial type functions are performed by DoD contractors versus DoD civilian in-house employees. 


Before assuming his current position, Mr. Solomon served in a variety of positions on the Secretary of Defense's staff addressing installation requirements and management issues, and in that capacity made significant contributions to the 1997 Quadrennial Review and the 1995 round of military base closures.  Before coming to the Base Closure Office, Mr. Solomon served as an internal consultant to the Office of the Secretary of Defense conducting studies, surveys, and special projects that addressed acquisition, logistics, installations, and health affairs issues. 


Prior to his assignments with the Department of Defense, Mr. Solomon worked on management efficiency issues for the Federal Supply Service and highway safety issues for the United States Department of Transportation (DOT).  Among his more interesting and significant contributions while at DOT were the development of the statistical design for evaluating the effectiveness of the Air Bag in decreasing fatalities and significant injuries and the development of an automatic iterative computer model for reconstructing automobile collisions.  Before entering the federal government, Mr. Solomon worked on refinement of transportation models for Exxon International. 

Mr. Solomon is a magna cum laude graduate of the State University of New York at Albany, with a major in applied mathematics, and an MBA from the University of Chicago.  Mr. Solomon, his wife Donna and two children reside in Clifton, Virginia.
